Don’t confuse your value with the value of your possessions

“A man’s life does not consist in the abundance of his possessions.”  - Jesus

How we identify misplaced values …

· We want more and more and more.  (v. 16-18)
· Our gain makes us nearsighted.  (v. 19-20)
· We don’t want to share with God.  (v. 21)  
Rather than a warehouse, God wants us to be a distribution center.
How can we battle Greed?

1. See our gain as God’s provision to give.
2. Worry more about not giving than about being taken advantage of. 

3. Put yourself and your family on a collision course with sharing.
Peace comes when we release greed’s grip on us.
