1. God is always with you.  V. 1-6  (The Bread of Presence)

2. The God of your past is the God of your future.  V. 7-9  (Goliath’s Sword)

How to remind ourselves of God’s presence and promises …

· Memorize Scripture. (Phil. 1:6; Joshua 1:5; Rom. 8:28)

· Pray out Loud.

· Write it down.

· Create visual reminders.

· Worship God every day.
