2 Samuel 6
Exodus 25:8-16 “Then have them make a sanctuary for me, and I will dwell among them. Make this tabernacle and all its furnishings exactly like the pattern I will show you. “Have them make an ark of acacia wood—two and a half cubits long, a cubit and a half wide, and a cubit and a half high. Overlay it with pure gold, both inside and out, and make a gold molding around it. Cast four gold rings for it and fasten them to its four feet, with two rings on one side and two rings on the other. Then make poles of acacia wood and overlay them with gold. Insert the poles into the rings on the sides of the ark to carry it. The poles are to remain in the rings of this ark; they are not to be removed. Then put in the ark the tablets of the covenant law, which I will give you.”
3 Big Lessons About God (2 Samuel 6)
1. God always deserves our respect.  6:1-7

Well, the text is full of clues as to how this whole catastrophe came about.

6:3 – they set the ark on a new cart.

6:6 – the cart was pulled by oxen.

6:3-4 – Uzzah and Ahio were the two men were guiding the cart.

2. God is not harsh, He is holy.  6:7-15

Look at what changed when David was bringing the ark home now (v. 12-13)

God Blesses … But it’s on His terms!

3. God deserves our unreserved worship.  6:16-23
